"The Star-Spangled Banner" is the
national anthem of the United States of
America. The lyrics are from a poem
written in 1814 by the 35-year-old
lawyer and amateur poet, Francis Scott
Key after witnessing the Battle of Ft.
McHenry in the War of 1812.

The Star-Spangled Banner" was made
the national anthem by a congressional
resolution on March 3, 1931 (46 Stat.
1508, codified at 36 U.S.C. § 301),
which was signed by President Herbert
Hoover.

Although the song has four stanzas, only
the first is commonly sung today, with
the fourth (O thus be it ever when free
men shall stand...") added only on more
formal occasions. In the fourth stanza,
Key urged the adoption of "In God is our
Trust™ as the national motto ("And this
be our motto: In God is our Trust™).

The United States finally adopted the
motto Al n God We
1956. Sadly, it is a motto that is
seriously close in being changed and
done away with by a government and
people who have become apathetic and
non-God-fearing. We have forgotten.
This day as we celebrate our freedoms,
remember what freedoms we are truly
celebrating. We are not only celebrating
the freedoms purchased by the blood of
men for our country i one being the right
to worship without the fear of
persecution; but the freedom from sin
purchased by the blood of ONE man, our
Lord and Savior, Jesus Christ. May we
as a country and Christians always have
as our motto Al n

In respect of our nation's religious
heritage, | share for this holiday
weekend the last third of patriot
Patrick Henry's famous "Give me
liberty, or give me death" speech.
The other two thirds are just as filled
with biblical allusions. Quite
impressive. It was delivered on
March 23, 1775, in Virginia, the
largest colony in America, at a
meeting of the colony's delegates to
decide whether to join the revolution.
Before the vote was taken on his
resolutions, Henry delivered this
speech imploring the delegates to
vote in favor. He spoke without any
notes... or teleprompter.

Sir, we are not weak, if we make a
proper use of the means which the
God of nature hath placed in our
power. Three millions of people,
armed in the holy cause of liberty,
and in such a country as that which
we possess, are invincible by any
force which our enemy can send
against us. Besides, sir, we shall not
fight our battles alone. There is a just
God who presides over the destinies
of nations, and who will raise up
friends to fight our battles for us.

The battle, sir, is not to the strong alone;
it is to the vigilant, the active, the brave.
Besides, sir, we have no election. If we
were base enough to desire it, it is now
too late to retire from the contest. There
is no retreat but in submission and
slavery! Our chains are forged! Their
clanking may be heard on the plains of
Boston! The war is inevitable -- and let
it come! | repeat it, sir, let it come!

Itis in vain, sir, to extenuate the matter.
Gentlemen may cry, "Peace! Peace!" --
but there is no peace. The war is actually
begun! The next gale that sweeps from
the north will bring to our ears the clash
of resounding arms! Our brethren are
already in the field! Why stand we here
idle? What is it that gentlemen wish?
What would they have? Is life so dear, or
peace so sweet, as to be purchased at the
price of chains and slavery?

Forbid it, Almighty God! | know not
what course others may take; but as for
me, give me liberty, or give me death!
